BASIC RULES FOR INDIVIDUAL QUIZZING
« Students cannot compete in both Team and Individual Quizzing.

o We use the QUIZ-TIME “jump-seat” type of quiz pads. Master Clubs now sells these ma-
chines which have 15 seats/pads. Just ask for item # 91611 which is $350. The pads are spring
loaded and placed near the front of the chair. Pads are very sensitive to the child’s weight.
Once released of their weight pressure, the child’s light (on the control panel) glows; only the
first child to leave their seat will activate a light. Therefore, the first light activated is respon-
sible for the question and answer.

o Our quiz rounds will normally consist of 15 correctly answered questions.
o Correct answers are worth 20 points each.

« Anindividual quizzer will QUIZ-OUT after scoring 140 points in any round The audience
will applaud the quizzer’s efforts, and he/she will sit-out the rest of that round. The remain-
ing players will stay in the quiz to answer more questions.

LEVELS OF INDIVIDUAL QUIZZING
Level 1

Unlimited entries, but within the 3rd or 4th grade only. Any child may enter regardless of
their level of quizzing experience. Quizzing covers 10 verses—verses 61-70 (see the verse
sheet on page 34 or page 298 in their Ambassadors Discipleship Guide).

Level 2

Unlimited entries, but within the 5th or 6th grade only. Any child may enter regardless of
their level of quizzing experience. Quizzing covers 15 verses—verses 61-75 (see the verse
sheets on page 43 or pages 298-299 in their Ambassadors Discipleship Guide). Questions
could come from any Theme at any time.

REMINDER
o All Quizzers must know the theme, the teaching, the reference, and the verse word perfect
from the King James Bible.

« Experienced quizzers should be encouraged to enter Team Quizzing, but are allowed in indi-
vidual quizzing. Trophies are only awarded in Team Bible Quizzing. Medals are awarded for
Individual Bible Quizzing. A quizzer will not be able to participate in both Team and Indi-
vidual Quizzing during the Regional Competition.

« This event only occurs once during the day. Third and fourth graders must be present prompt-
ly at 12:45 immediately following lunch. Fifth and sixth graders must be present in the desig-
nated room at 1:30 PM.
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
